GRS/IGF meeting November 11-15 2006, Kobe

GRS/IGF 2008
The meeting will take place in Genova from September 21 - 25, 2008, under the chairmanship of Professor Francesco Minuto.

GRS/IGF 2010
This meeting will take place in late September, early October, in New York City and will be chaired by Derek LeRoith.

Workshops
a) 
A consensus document on The Diagnosis and Treatment of SGA Children has been produced in collaboration with ESPE and LWPES. The document will soon appear on the Society’s website:  www.ghresearchsociety.org
b) 

A workshop on New Aspects in Diagnosis and Treatment of Growth Hormone Deficiency in Adults will be carried out 10 years after the original Port Stephens Workshop, with the purpose of producing new guidelines. This workshop will take place in Sidney in March 2007.

The Society will carry out a workshop on The Diagnosis and Treatment of ISS, in collaboration with LWPES and ESPE. This workshop will take place in October 2007 and will be chaired by Hassy Cohen.
d) 

A workshop on The Use of Growth Hormone in Relation to Ageing and Sarcopenia will be organized in May 2008 in Scandinavia, and another workshop on Endocrine and Metabolic Consequences in Adult Life of Being Born SGA will be arranged in the spring 2009.

Council:
